Shoppers at iGive.com will receive the company newsletters, and alerts for special opportunities and offers. In addition, a person must be a member for at least 60 days after first registration in order for any initial donation or registration bonus to become effective.

It should be noted that a member who shops at iGive.com with a merchant or advertisers is actually dealing with another company, not iGive.com. Therefore, you enter into a relationship with that company or web site separately from iGive.com, and any information you share is subject to their policies and practices.
